To: Coyote Valley Specific Plan Task Force Members

The City of San Jose and its current administration have demonstrated their
contempt and lack of health and environmental concerns for south San Jose
and south Santa Clara County residents by their callous and calculated
refusal to install the southern downwind air quality monitoring station in
Coyote Valley a full two years after Calpine Corporation began its Metcalf
Energy Center operation. This defies the Bay Area Air Quality Management
requests, concerns, and policies and continues to contribute to the
deteriorating south valley’s air quality problems unmonitored. Until the city of
San Jose and Calpine is in full compliance, hopefully the State, not the cities
of Morgan Hill and Gilroy, will bring suit to halt the dubious energy plant
operation allowed by San Jose just to justify the city’s very expensive
recycled wastewater project.

Now the city of San Jose is proposing to develop and destroy 2,000 acres of
prime farmland by building out over the next 25 - 50 years, 3,400 acres of
northern and central Coyote Valley open space to provide 25,000+ homes,
industry, and 80,000+ new jobs.
